Since 2009, was launched the ‘Kitawa Environmental Project' (6 km from Nyandiwa), with
an experimental cultivation of Jatropha; the plant grows in arid land fighting desertification.
From seeds produces fuel oil, used for lamps, cookers and for production of biogas and
biodiesel; from waste are derived soap, glycerine, candles and agricultural fertilizers.

The plantation grows on about 17 hectares of never-before cultivated, arid
and stony land, with irrigation system and structures for seeds processing.
Since 2011 the production of vegetables planted between the jatropha trees
has been carried out with encouraging results.

On the coast, we're working on a Natural Park, which aims to appreciate the
wide variety of flora and fauna: a great project for the next few years.
